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Boy Scout Troop 84 Hike in the Clouds
January 23, 2010

Boy Scout Troop 84 of Pleasant Hill United Methodist Church re-
cently hiked a 10 mile section of the Pinhoti Trail at Cheaha Moun-
tain. The Pinhoti Trail now extends over 130 miles within Alabama
from below Bulls Gap on Highway 184 just east of Sylacauga to
Flagpole Mountain before crossing into Georgia near Cave
Springs. The trail then continues across North Georgia and con-
nects with the Appalachian Trail.
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within Alabama starting from the south. Members of Troop 84 have backpacked sections previous to this hike
but this 10 mile day hike was special because it included family members including some of the moms. The
usual fantastic views of the surrounding countryside were traded for hiking along under a deep veil of mist; a
brisk veil that hides the expanse but reveals twisted shapes, muffles sound, and brings the forest even closer
with the dark green of short leaf pine, holy trees, and mountain laurel, bright lush mosses and colorful lichens
among the rocks and stark bare hardwoods.
